Acceptable Use of Grasslands Computer Resources

Grasslands Public Schools, in accordance with Alberta Learning, believes that student learning can be enhanced through the use of computer technology. We at Grasslands believe that Internet access allows students and staff to explore thousands of educational resources, and helps the Division meet Alberta Learning’s educational goals and objectives.

Internet access in Grasslands’ schools is a privilege, not a right, and each school reserves the right to revoke this privilege. During school hours, students are to use the computers only for school related activities. To ensure proper use of the computer resources, Grasslands provides the following acceptable use guidelines for students. Students and parents are required to sign the attached acceptable use agreement and return it to their homeroom teacher. 

Acceptable Use

-At all times students are to demonstrate the highest level of respect fir all Divisional technology resources. Students shall use these resources in a safe, responsible, ethical, efficient, and legal manner in accordance with all school and divisional rules, regulations, and guidelines. 

-Students shall promptly disclose to their teacher or principal any exposure to inappropriate material of anything that makes them feel uncomfortable. 

-Students shall immediately notify their teacher or system administrator if they have identified a possible security problem. 

-Additional freedoms and limitations may be imposed by each school, or by divisional administration. 

Unacceptable Use

Should be aware that their personal files are accessible under the provisions of the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FOIP). Routine monitoring of the system may lead to the discovery that the user has or is violating acceptable use guidelines or the law. An individual search will be conducted if there is a reasonable belief that a user has violated the law or division’ acceptable use guidelines. 

The following uses of any district electronic resources are unacceptable and may result in suspension, or other disciplinary or legal action. Unacceptable use is defined to include, but not be limited to, the following:

-violation of school or divisional rules, policies, or guidelines. 

-transmission or access to any material in violation to any local, provincial, or federal law. This includes but is not limited to: copyrighted and trademarked materials, threatening or obscene material, and the theft of software, music, and digital film. 

-The use of profanity, obscenity, or other language that may be offensive to another user. 

-any form of vandalism, including but not limited to: damaging computers, computer systems or networks, and/or disrupting the operation of the network. 

-plagiarism (taking from others’ ideas, writings, graphics or other creatins and presenting them as if they were original)

-use of the network for financial gain, commercial activity, or illegal activity.

-use of the network to access inappropriate or obscene material. 

-creating and/or placing a computer virus on the network

-providing your network ID and email and passwords to others.

-accessing another person’s account or any other computer system or resource on the network that goes beyond your authorized access.
