ENVIRONMENTAL ART/GOLDSWORTHY PROJECT

Andy Goldworthy's art immediately catches the viewers attention. The artist uses natural materials and only his hands to construct his pieces. Many of his works will begin to fall apart, melt, or blow away the minute they are done. But by rearranging, dislocating, and juxtaposing his materials in inventive and surprising ways, Goldsworthy is able to create his own unique and personal statement. 

So, in order to empathize with environmental artists like Goldsworthy, for this project you'll use natural objects in an unusual way to create a work of art that completely transforms your materials.

Project Steps to Follow:

Step 1- Begin by listing possible natural materials available in/around school, parks, or home that could be used for the installation free of charge. Gather and bring materials to school. Do not remove/harm plants or take material from the environment; get permission before removing. Consider possible locations for the installation in or around school and community. Get permissions before beginning the project.
Step 2- In this project, the idea or concept is very important. Your work could be about growth and decay, unusual juxtapositions, dislocation of a natural shape or material, or changing a natural law in some way. Submit a written proposal describing project listing: media, location, space requirements, weather consideration, time that installation will be on display, number of students required to install piece in one period, and how installation will be documented. Attach a sketch of installation composition. 
Step 3- When beginning to build installation: limit number of materials, and use materials that contrast with each other and with the environment. Simple geometric (circles, triangles, spirals, squares, rectangles) and organic shapes work best. Consider repeating, overlapping, elongating, or distorting slightly. Pieces need to be built/held together with natural materials by balancing, piling, overlapping, or weaving. Glue, nails, staples etc. can not be used. Consider decomposition as part of the process. Negative (empty) space around the materials is as important as positive space (space taken up by materials).

Step 4- Installation must be documented. Consider digital images (which could later be altered) and/or video. Both are available at the library.  Decide best time of day to photograph work and best point of view. Consider shadow, effect of light on installation, and background. 


Materials
-Natural materials: twigs, pine needles, sawdust, shells, fresh/dried grass, feathers, Spanish moss, bark, mulch/wood chips, stones, fir, flowers, leaves, pine cones, etc.

-Other materials (not natural): toothpicks, pencil shavings, plastic flowers, ice cubes (you can color water and/or freeze something inside the cube) 

-plastic grocery sacks or other containers to hold materials

-other materials, tools to be determined by focus of the installation

-camera for documentation
