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Winter Break IB Assignment

Once we get back from the break, we have about 9 weeks left before the IB Art exhibition.  The winter break is an excellent time for you to catch up and put a little effort into improving your artwork and knowledge.
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IB2 people – this is an excellent time to complete some more work for the exhibition.   You should plan on exhibiting at least 16 pieces that represent your growth through IB and demonstrate your technical and creative explorations.  These are the things I want you to show me when we get back in January:

1. Sketch out a plan for how you will exhibit your work.  How will it hang (spacing)?  If you have a chance, you should visit some exhibitions wherever you are during break to get an idea of how to exhibit work in a dynamic, engaging manner.  

2. Write a first draft of your personal statement.  This should be 300 words, and cover the following: 

a. Reflections about art and how  you have grown in IB art

b. Reflections on the process of studio work and RWB planning

c. Thoughts on where to go next with your artwork

d. Some questions:

i. What are  you trying to achieve in  your work?
ii. What strengths do you see?

iii. What problems have you faced?

iv. How have  you attempted to overcome any perceived weaknesses?

v. Who/what has influenced you?  Why?

If you have trouble figuring out how to write this, look at some examples by other students to get started.  Make sure  you back up what you write, for example, don’t cite an artist as an influence unless there is evidence in you RWB and  studio work of this influence.

3.  Complete at least 15 pages of sketches, research and reflections.
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IB1 people

Over break, you must:  

1.  Complete at least 15 pages of sketches, research and reflections
2. Come up with ideas for a sculpture.  Here are the guidelines:

a. It must be larger than your arm, but no larger than the length of your legs.
b. You must be able to relate it to another artist who worked with sculpture.

c. Have the media approved by Ms. Deck before starting.  You do not have to limit yourself to traditional art mediums.

d. The title of the project will be “Contrast.”  You decide how to interpret this.

Some artists to check out:  Henry Moore, Alexander Calder, Barbara Hepworth, Yubi Kirindongo, Isamu Noguchi, Ellen Spikstra, Joe Fafard, Robert Arneson, David Gilhooly…you know what to do.

Have fun, but play seriously!
