“Sketchbook” Evaluation #2 

There are three things that I am looking for in your sketchbook:  

Quality

Does the sketchbook/art journal work show a command of technique, skill and aesthetic sensitivity? 
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Concentration

It is strongly suggests that the student pursue a particular idea or issue that is important to them. A sustained process of research, growth, and discovery is the objective here.  Students are expected to do independent research on their topic, which may include reading, visiting galleries and museums, talking to artists and others, collecting information from various sources, and writing and drawing responses to information discovered in their sketchbooks. 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Breadth

The student is encouraged to extend his or her experience with a wide range of subject matter, media and techniques, and aesthetic issues.  Are you trying different material or is your homework sketchbook activity limited to pencil drawings, for example? 
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Artist of the Day
The student has been participating in the daily classroom ritual and making insightful remarks in response to the images being shown from art history.  Artist of the day is to include:

· Today’s Date

· Title of work (if applicable)

· Artist 

· Date of work
· Response – Informed by discussion (25 words or more)
