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Watercolor Project and Self – Evaluation
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This week, you are to continue applying the information in the ‘How to Mix Color’ handout to your art making.  However, you will be applying the color theory to watercolor painting media now.

Value refers to the lightness or darkness of a color.
Warm Up Activity:  Color Value Scale (like we did for pencil drawing, only in color)
· On a single sheet of cheap printer paper, draw five 2 inch x 2 inch squares

· In the first square, show the LIGHTEST that you can make one color with watercolor paint

· Then, on the last square, show the DARKEST you can make the same color with watercolor paint

· Fill in the other 3 squares with increasingly darker shades of the same color (showing lightest to darkest)
Main Activity:  “Learning From the Masters”  
Create a Watercolor Painting Based on an Art work Previously created by an Artist from Recorded Art History
· Work from light to dark.  Watercolor paint does not erase so you should work in layers.  It’s easier to add a darker color overtop than to cover a darker color with a lighter color.
· You may use the light table or tracer projector to develop proportion.  This will give you more time to focus on learning how to work with the new media 

· keep your picture border clean with masking tape
· wrinkled paper will be straightened with the heat press at the back of the room

· stop working ten minutes before the end of class in order to clean up and find a place to leave your work to dry/dry your work
