Watercolor Project and Self – Evaluation
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This week, you will be studying the art work of a Master Artist.

Step 1:  Read the ‘How to Mix Color’ handout.  Apply the information in the reading to your art making later.  
Step 2:  Find an image from art history that you would like to study.  I prefer that you choose a 2-d art work as this your watercolor painting study will also be 2-d.
Step 3:  Create a Watercolor Painting Based on an Art work previously created by an Artist from Recorded Art History
· Work from light to dark.  Watercolor paint does not erase so you should work in layers.  It’s easier to add a darker color overtop than to cover a darker color with a lighter color.
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You may use the light table or tracer projector to develop proportion.  This will give you more time to focus on learning how to work with the new media 

· keep your picture border clean with the green masking tape
· wrinkled paper can be straightened with an iron
· stop working ten minutes before the end of class in order to clean up and find a place to leave your work to dry/dry your work
