February 13th 

FREE CHOICE- get inspired by something that really motivates you or something you’ve seen other artists try. This is your first sketchbook assignment of the semester, so really “WOW!” me!
February 27th
YOUR MOST CHERISHED OBJECT- Draw by looking at the real thing using any techniques and media you’ve already learned.
March 12th 
ONE MILE OF SPAGHETTI- This is a creative assignment where you can interpret the topic in many ways…!
March 26th 
I DREAMED I SAW… Complete the sentence with a visual interpretation of a dream or a surrealist image.

April 16th 
A LETTER IS A SHAPE- Use the first letter of your name (first, middle or last name) as the inspiration for a drawing.
April 30th 
LIVING THINGS- Draw plants, animals, humans, alone or in combination. Draw from the real thing or from a reference photo that you took yourself.

May 14th 
INSPIRED BY AN S.A.T. WORD- The S.A.T. word is “phobia.” Look up the word to understand its meaning(s). Then make a drawing to illustrate your phobia.
May 28th
IF ANIMALS COULD DRAW… what would they draw? Choose an animal and make a drawing by that animal. What subject matter would the animal draw? What media would the animal use? What style?
Optional Extra Credit, due June 4th
FOLLOW A LESSON- Use an art book or website about a technique or subject in which you are interested as the basis for a drawing.

EVALUATION

Each drawing is worth 10 points based on the following criteria:

Composition

Creative idea and concept 
Effective use of elements and principles – line, shape, space, form, value, color, texture, etc.
Craftsmanship in the use of materials

Late drawings will lose 1 point per day (that’s the equivalent of one grade per day.) Drawings must be in your sketchbook. Drawings done on other pieces of paper and inserted will not be counted.
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
